We will be exploring a range of different 
stories and will be practising predicting 
what happens in the story. We will also 
be looking at non-fiction books to learn 
about insects and life cycles. 

Please read a story to me everyday and 
talk about the pictures in the book. 

We will be exploring a range of different 
mark-making tools and medias. We will 
enjoy painting, printing and drawing to 
support fine motor skills. 

Always have a range crayons, pencils, 
chalk or paints available for me to 
practise my mark making and fine 
motor skills. 

We will be continuing to develop 
counting skills and exploring numbers in 
the environment. We will also be going 
on shape hunts and investigating 
different shapes around us.
Give me lots of opportunities to count, 
e.g the number of steps we climb or 
counting my toys. Point out different 
shapes at home.

We will be learning about the season of 
Spring and exploring the different 
nature and plants around us. We will be 
learning about the celebration of Easter 
and will explore different cooking 
opportunities. 
Go on nature and insect hunts. Talk 
about different celebrations and explore 
baking at home. 

We will be exploring different musical 
instruments and dances. We will enjoy 
dressing up in costumes and 
roleplaying in our home corner and 
garden centre. 

Dress up and roleplay with your child at 
home to develop imagination skills.
